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Parks and Landscaping Division

Mission: To create community through people, parks and
programs. The Parks and Landscaping Division is designed
to ensure a safe environment where the public can play,
relax, work and exercise for the benefit of their physical and
metal health.

The Parks and Landscaping Division represent the core
support services to enable outdoor recreational enjoyment for
all park participants. Park amenities include play lots,
numerous ball fields, tennis courts, basketball courts, open
lawn areas, picnic grounds, greens, 24 pathways, trails and
related facilities. These basic areas as well as adjoining
landscapes are kept attractive and safe for public use year
round. The Parks and Landscape Division is responsible for
planning and reviewing Parks construction and development
projects. The division also supports the Recreation and Parks
Commission, Urban Forest Committee and Code Enforcement.

The Parks Capital Improvement Plan vision is to plan for
acquisition, development and maintenance of parks, trails and
open space. To support this vision the following criteria was
taken into account to establish project priorities:

Complete current projects

Fund projects to upgrade infrastructure
Upgrade play equipment

Build Skate Park

Address ADA concerns

Upgrade Parks Lighting

The proposed CIP endeavors to balance the needs of the
community with the resources necessary to maintain and
operate the division. Along with the upgrading of the
aging infrastructure, play equipment and comply with
ADA requirements, this CIP address necessary
maintenance issues for the Parks and Landscaping City
facility.

Five Parks Playground Equipment Rehabilitation
