Leonard Taylor urged the City Council to open
aBaskin Robins Ice Cream Parlor in the City of
Richmond near Target.

Michael Bracy expressed his support for the
Point Molate Project.

Jackie Thompson requested an update regarding
the left turn signal promised for the intersection of
Carlson Boulevard and Cutting Boulevard. She also
stated that individuals that supported the bulkhead at
the Plunge should aso support renovation efforts at the
Kennedy Swim Center.

Corky Booze spoke regarding jobs for citizens
of Richmond.

Mike Ali stated that the citizens of Richmond
should support more human rights for Native American
people.

Charles Smith reminded all residents to write to
the City of Richmond City Clerk to fight the proposed
sewer tax rate increases.

Mark Wassberg stated that according to the
United States Constitution the state of Arizona has a
right to enforce any laws to protect its citizens.

honoring outstanding women of the Richmond
community and also awarding scholarships to deserving
high school graduates.

*- Approved a contract with David Wellhouse
& Associates to prepare and file claims for
reimbursement of costs for state-mandated programsin
an amount not to exceed $ 20,000.

*-Approved a contract with Just Fencing Inc. to
provide emergency fence replacement and repairs
around contamination cap sites along the Richmond
Parkway in an amount not to exceed $14,770. The
contract term will be April 12, 2010, to June 30, 2010.
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A proposal to approve arenewal of alease
agreement between the City of Richmond (as lessor)
and the YWCA of Contra Costa County (as lessee) for
the use of space at the west wing of the Richmond
Recreation Complex for operation of adaycare
program. The lease was for afive-year term from April
1, 2010, through March 31, 2015, at arate of $2,700 per
month. City Manager Bill Lindsay gave an overview of
theitem. Corky Booze stated that the item had not been
reviewed by the Recreation and Parks Commission.

Mr. Lindsay stated that staff had no objection to the
item being reviewed by the Recreation and Parks
Commission. He also stated that the YWCA would be
on amonth-to-month lease until the lease is approved.

*-Approved agrant of easement to the East Bay
Regional Park District for use as a non-motorized
recreational trail commonly known as the East Ridge or
the Highland-Knox Trall.

*-Approved a sole-source contract with the
Carpenters Training Committee Northern Californiato
provide a curriculum template, teaching methodol ogies
and direct entry to Carpenters Apprenticeship Program
for qualified RichmondBUILD graduates. Total amount
of the contract will not exceed $25,000, for the period
of May 18, 2010, through May 31, 2011.

** Approved athree-year contract with Pyro
Spectaculars North, Inc. for fireworks showsto be held
at the Marina Bay Park in the amounts of $29,000 for
July 3, 2010; $29,000 for July 3, 2011; and $31,900 for
July 3, 2012.

** Adopted Resolution No. 58-10 to adjust
appropriations for the 2009/2010 Recreation
Department Budget to add $500 in mini grant funding
from the National Recreation and Parks Association to
be used to purchase materials for an introductory
archery program.

*-Approved a contract with Maggiora &
Ghilatti, Inc, for the construction of Point Richmond
Retaining Wall Repairs, Phase 2, in the amount of
$336,633 (base bid), and approve a contract amendment
with A-N West, Inc. in the amount of $30,000, for a
total authorization of $366,633.

** Adopted Resolution No. 59-10 renewing and
continuing the local emergency related to sinkhole
damage on ViaVerdi in the vicinity of El Portal Drive
that was first proclaimed by the city manager on April
22, 2010, and ratified by the City Council on April 27,
2010.

*-Approved a contract with the Richmond Art
Center (RAC) to administer the 2010 Neighborhood
Public Art (NPA) Program in the amount of $65,000 as
allocated in the FY 2009-10 General Fund Budget.
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*-Approved an amendment to the contract with
Meredith, Weinstein & Numbers, LLP for legal
representation in a dispute with the Employment Risk
Management Authority (ERMA) over coverage in the
cases of Booker vs. City of Richmond and Jenkinsvs.
City of Richmond, increasing the amount by $50,000,
for atotal of $59,000, while maintaining the term
expiration of June 30, 2011.

*-Approved a contract with Rising Sun Energy
Center to perform energy efficiency testing and
improvements to 20 to 25 moderate income residents
homes, utilizing RichmondBUILD Program graduates,
at atotal cost not to exceed $125,000 funded by the
Energy Efficient Conservation Block Grant for the
period of May 18, 2010, through September 30, 2012.

A proposed contract with the non-profit
Community Energy Services Corporation to manage
$300,000 worth of lighting equipment retrofits within
all city facilitiesto be paid with Energy Efficient
Conservation Block Grant money during the period of
May 18, 2010, through September 30, 2012, was
presented. Councilmember Bates expressed his
concern that Todd Lewis was not considered for this
contract. The city manager gave an overview of the
item and stated that Community Energy Services
Corporation would do outreach to other local
companies. Following discussion a motion was made
by Councilmember Bates, seconded by Councilmember
Viramontes with a provision that the City of Richmond
would communicate with Todd Lewis, Rhonda Harris,
and with other local vendors for the possibilities of
equipment, supplies, and employment opportunities.
Councilmember Bates a so requested that the Council
receive a six-month progress report as part of his
motion. The motion passed by the following vote:
Ayes. Councilmembers Bates, Butt, Lopez, Rogers, and
Viramontes, and Mayor McLaughlin. Noes. None.
Abstentions: None. Absent: Vice Mayor Ritterman.

*-Approved the minutes for the regular
meetings of March 2 and 16. Held over the special
meeting of March 9, 2010.

** Adopted Ordinance No. 18-10 N.S.
amending Richmond Muncipal Code Section 15.06
(Use and Display of Signs) and adding Section 4.12.020
(Removal of Signsfrom Utility Poles or Public
Property) to clarify and simplify the process for
obtaining a permit for multiple temporary signs.

*-Approved the following appointments. Y outh
Commission: Claudia Ponce, term expiring May 18,
2012; Saeed Randle, term expiring May18, 2012; Arts
and Culture Commission: AndreaVonny Lee, term
expiring January 31, 2014.

A proposed ordinance amending Chapter 15.04
of the Richmond Municipal Code to limit the types of
land uses that may sell tobacco products was introduced
for first reading. Planning and Building Services
Department Director Richard Mitchell and Associate
Planner Hector Rojas gave an overview of the item.
Jackie Thompson and Corky Booze gave comments.
Following discussion, on motion of Councilmember
Viramontes, seconded by Councilmember Butt said
ordinance received first reading and was laid over two
weeks for second reading by the following vote: Ayes:
Councilmembers Butt, Lopez, Rogers, Viramontes, and
Mayor McLaughlin. Noes: None. Abstentions:
Councilmember Bates. Absent: Vice Mayor
Ritterman.

Withdrew from the agenda the first reading of
an ordinance amending Richmond Municipa Code
Chapter 6.06.074 to require special approva prior to
demolition of a structure more than 50 years old.

Withdrew from the agenda the first reading of
an ordinance adding Chapter 47 to Article X111 of the
Richmond Municipa Code to create a comprehensive
framework for the administration of pipeline franchises
in the City of Richmond.

COUNCIL ASAWHOLE

In the matter to approve an amendment to the
Land Disposition Agreement between the City of
Richmond and Upstream Point Molate LLC extending
the closing date to and including July 20, 2010,
continuing the monthly payments to the city in the
amount of $90,000, and DIRECT the city attorney to
prepare and the city manager to execute an agreement
consistent with this action. Councilmember Bates gave
an overview of the item. City Manager Bill Lindsay
gave comments; he recommended that the City Council
negotiate alarger monthly payment with Upstream
Point Molate LLC to cover additional costs of
maintaining the property if the extension is granted.

Following discussion, a motion was made by
Councilmember Viramontes, seconded by
Councilmember Bates to amend the LDA to provide an
extension until April 2011, (30 days after the judicial
court date of March 2011 that CESP has) include all
amendments that the Point Molate Committee
(Councilmembers Rogers, Lopez, and Butt) has
requested of the city manager that they pursue
conclusion of all those negotiations, and request an
amendment to the LDA authorizing staff to include an
areain the LDA that would provide for the discussion,
community outreach, and for policy work to prepare for
all aternative projects to strengthen that discussion
publicly and to bring forward into the LDA
consideration of the alternative projects and as
appropriate included in the California Environmental
Quality Act (CEQA) document, when it does come
forward eventually before the City Council, the
amendment should complete monthly payments of
$90,000 and all other obligations that Upstream Point
Molate LLC has. Discussion continued. The motion
passed by the following vote: Ayes: Councilmembers
Bates, Lopez, Rogers, and Viramontes. Noes:
Councilmember Butt and Mayor McLaughlin.
Abstentions: None. Absent: Vice Mayor Ritterman.

In the matter to discuss the rights of the city to
explore various development alternatives (apart from
the Upstream proposal) for the Point Molate site and
direct staff, in light of continuing controversy and legal
complications that could well defeat the Upstream
proposal or entangle the city in litigation for years to
come, to receive ideas and suggestions for aternative
plans so that the city may weigh the relative costs and
benefits and responsibly rise from this economic
downturn. Mayor McLaughlin gave an overview of the
item. Discussion began. A motion was made by
Councilmember Rogers, seconded by Councilmember
Viramontes to direct the city attorney to give a general
ideal of whether thereis substantial disagreement
amongst the three or four attorneys, who have weighed
in on thisissue, with the attorney general’s opinion,
which is that we can enter into specific negotiations
with developers on Point Molate without fear of getting
sued. The motion passed by the following vote: Ayes:
Councilmembers Bates, Lopez, Rogers, and
Viramontes. Noes: None. Abstentions:
Councilmember Butt and Mayor McLaughlin. Absent:
Vice Mayor Ritterman. City Attorney Randy Riddle
stated that there was not agreement by the outside
counsel that the City of Richmond has, and have used,
with the views of the attorney general. The following
individuals gave comments on thisitem: Charles Smith,
Pam Stello, Jeanne Kortz, Joseph Puleo, Kathleen
Wimer, Joan Garrett, Jackie Thompson, Antwon Cloird,
Tony Thurman, Corky Booze, Ray Landry, Judith
Piper, Mike Daey, Bruce Kaplan, Dorothy Gilbert,
Jovanka Beckles, Tony Sustak, and Aram Hodess (At
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11:00 p.m. on motion of Councilmember Rogers,
seconded by Mayor McLaughlin extended the meeting
for 20 minutes with Councilmember Butt voting Noe)
The speakers continued with: Jim Levine, Rafeal
Madrigal, Kokoye Sande, Jerome Smith, Don Gosney,
and Mike Ali (At 11:20 p.m. on motion of
Councilmember Viramontes, seconded by
Councilmember Lopez extended the meeting to 11:30
p.m. by the unanimous vote of the Council). Thelast
speaker was Margaret Browne. A motion was made by
Mayor McLaughlin, seconded by Councilmember Buitt
to direct staff to receive ideas and suggestions for
aternative plans so that the city may weigh relative
costs and benefits apart from the UpStream proposal.
(At 11:30 p.m. Mayor McLaughlin extended the
meeting for 10 minutes). Discussion continued and a
motion to call for the question was made by
Councilmember Bates, seconded by Councilmember
Lopez and failed by the following vote: Ayes:
Councilmembers Bates, Lopez, and Viramontes. Noes:
Councilmembers Butt, Rogers, and Mayor McLaughlin.
Abstentions: None. Absent: Vice Mayor Ritterman.
The original motion by Mayor McLaughlin, seconded
by Councilmember Buitt failed by the following vote:
Ayes. Councilmember Butt and Mayor McLaughlin.
Noes: None. Abstentions: Councilmembers Bates,
Lopez, Rogers, and Viramontes. Absent: Vice Mayor
Ritterman. A motion was made by Councilmember
Rogers to approve the motion made by Mayor
McLaughlin with the provision that any devel oper that
wishes to engage in that processes would indemnify and
defend the City of Richmond if the City of Richmond
was sued. The motion failed for lack of a second.
