The matter to receive a presentation on the proposed
schedule for the Point Molate land use visioning and master
developer selection process; approve a contract, not to exceed

development of a land use vision for Point Molate; and authorize the
City Manager or his designee to issue a request for qualifications
(RFQ) from master developers for the Point Molate site was
presented by Senior Planner Lina Velasco. This item was continued
from the May 22, 2018, agenda. Discussion ensued.
Councilmembers suggested that a minimum of four Point Molate
site tours were scheduled and that the toxic remediation report and
deed from the U.S. Navy was released to the public.
Councilmembers also requested that the RFQ information from the
other two respondents regarding the project be provided.

Mayor Butt made a substitute motion to include
everything in Vice Mayor Willis’ original motion with the exception
of the formation of the ad-hoc committee and with the addition of
two more tours of Point Molate. The motion failed for lack of a
second.

Willis. Noes: Councilmember Beckles and Mayor Butt. Absent:
