Code Enforcement responded to a complaint of debris in public view and an occupant
driving over the curb causing damage to the sidewalk. City staff sent a Notice of Violation
and made contact with the property owner on several occasions. The debris was removed
and the sidewalk was repaired.

Code Enforcement staff received complaints about vehicles blocking the sidewalk and
parking on unapproved surfaces. Several citations were issued after a Notice of Violation
was sent, and meetings with the property owner proved to be successful with a fence being
erected and the property brought into compliance.

the air conditioner in the printer room of 450 Civic Center Plaza, replaced fan belts in
restroom exhaust fans, and cleared drains in the Jail.
