This past week, a representative from Public Financial Management Group, Inc.
(PFM Group) was on-site to present the baseline five-year financial model to
members of the Finance Department staff. The group discussed assumptions and
growth rates that were used as the bases for forecasting revenues and
expenditures. Staff learned that the growth rate for any of the variables can be
adjusted which, in turn, updates the rest of the model. Next week, staff will test the
model's functionality and provide feedback to PFM Group before it is finalized.

The Cityof Richmonddés Mi ni mum Wage increase goes

The new minimum wage set forth in the Ordinance will be $11.52 an hour (compared
to $9.00/hour for the State of California and the initial $9.60/hour wage initially
established in the City on January 1, 2015) and it applies to any employee who
works two or more hours per week.
