Seaview Incident
ÅOn Tuesday, January 3, 2023, at 8:18 PM, the City of Richmond Fire and Police 
departments responded to the 300 block of Seaview Drive for a possible 
landslide.

ÅBased on this interpretation, Cal Engineering & Geology Inc. strongly 
recommended that the eight (8) homes on Seaview Drive and seven (7) homes 
on Seacliff Way that are immediately west of and closest to Seacliff Drive be 
evacuated until the landslide can be more thoroughly evaluated.

ÅAt 8:30 PM, the City of Richmond Emergency Operations Center was activated 
to support the incident.

At 08:30pm, the Cityof RichmondEmergencyOperationsCenter(EOC)waspartiallyactivated
Eight(8) CommandStaffandthirteen (13) GeneralStaffpersonnelarestaffingthe EOCvirtually.

A total of 30 city staff are filling roles in the EOCon a rotating shift basis,plus field personnelfrom Fire,Police,and
PublicWorks.

TheEOCisactive24hoursa dayandissplit into two (2) OperationalPeriods:
9:00amto 9:00pm - Staffedvirtuallywith (21) personnel

9:00pm to 9:00 amςCoveredby the DutyOfficer(EOCCoordinator-DeputyFireChiefAaronOsorio,who would recall
on-callEOCstaff in the event the situationworsens. TheDutyOfficerwould makethe determinationif the recallwas
virtual or in-person).

The department assistedRichmondPolicedepartment in the evacuationprocessand currently maintains
Lookouts,Communications,EscapeRoutes,and Safety Zone (LCES)for personnelworking in hazardous
areas.

EOCstaff isalsomonitoringother storm-relatedincidents.



Overview of EOC Activities ςPolice Dept.
Sincethe activationof the EOCon Tuesday,January3, 2023, the Policedepartment hasstaffed the
EOCwith a CommandStaff member and continues do so during current and future operational
periods.

At the onsetof the EOCactivation,the policedepartmentdeployedfour (4) policeofficersdirectly to
the evacuation zone to provide around-the-clock public safety security. The department began
the leadin conjunctionwith the Firedepartmentto beginthe evacuationof the residentsonceit was
stronglyrecommendedandsecureda hotel for displacedresidents.

Policeofficerswere staffedwith the primary objectivesincludekeepingthe affectedareaclearof all
pedestrians/vehicletraffic, ensuringevacuatedhomesare protectedfrom looters,andprovidingreal-
time hillsidedevelopmentinformationto the EOC.

On Friday,January7, 2023, the policedepartmentexpandedan existingsecuritycontract with Allied
UniversalSecurityto augmentsworn personneland relieve the burden associatedwith mandatory
overtime. Currently,two (2) securityofficersand two (2) policeofficerswork in tandemto securethe
evacuationzone.
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Road Closures

Only portions of Seaview Drive and Seacliff Way are 
closed.Seacliff Drive remains open to through 
traffic.



Overview of EOC Activities ςPublic Works 
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On Tuesday, January 3, 2023:

ÅA Resident sent an email to East Bay Regional Park District staff with 
pictures of a "developing slump or possible landslide" and copied 
Mayor Butt.

ÅMayor Butt forwarded the email to Richmond City Manager, Chief 
Police and Public Works Director.

ÅCity staff and City's engineering 
consultants evaluated the 
situation and started 
coordination to activate EOC and 
evacuate residents.
